The pledge of allegiance was led by
Commissioner Waterman.

CALLS FOR PUBLIC COMMENT AND CONFLICT OF INTEREST ITEMS

FUNDING FOR RENOVATION OF FACILITIES AT MOTHER OF GOD MONASTERY FOR
DAYCARE

Sister Barb Younger, Communications Director of the Benedictine Sisters Monastery, appeared before the Board
about the need for childcare services in Codington County not only being a quality of life issue but it is also an
economic issue and commended the County and City for following other cities in the State who are addressing
this issue. She noted that a commitment of $500,000 is needed in order to apply for the SD Works Loan., The
funding that would be received from the County would be used for renovation of the current 14,000 square feet
facilities located at the Mother of God Monastery. City Manager, Amanda Mack, informed the Board that the
Watertown City Council will be considering entering into an agreement of $70,000 annually for 5 years at their
City Council meeting tonight, Tuesday, September 03, 2024, they will also have discussion to develop a revolving
loan fund for the purpose of supporting daycare services; Motion by VanDusen, second by Gabel, to reduce the
County’s current pledge of $60,000 to the Watertown Development Company by $30,000 annually and to pledge
$30,000 annually for a period of five years, beginning in 2025, for the purposes of helping to fund renovation of
current facilities located at the Mother of God Monastery into suitable day care facilities; all voted aye; motion
carried,
