WHEREAS, the South Dakota Department of Transportation Local Bridge and Improvement Grant Fund
requires that in order to be eligible to apply for Bridge Improvement Grant funds, Counties are required to develop
a five-year Highway and Bridge Improvement Plan, hereinafter referred to as Plan;

WHEREAS, Codington County has utilized the South Dakota Department of Transportation, County Staff, the
First District Association of Local Governments, Townships, and the general public in developing the various

components of the Plan; and

WHEREAS, the Plan includes maps and lists identifying an inventory of highways and bridges, project needs,

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WHEREAS, Codington County held a public meeting on September 10", 2024 to solicit input into the Plan,
and the citizens who attended expressed an interest in the Plan; and

WHEREAS, the County will be able to use the Plan as a tool to budget for transportation enhancements and
better coordinate transportation issues with other entities;

SD DOT RUMBLE STRIP/PAVEMENT MARKING/SIGNING PROJECT

DOT and Codington County for a rumble strip/pavement marking/signing project identified as Roadway Safety
Improvement Project Number PH 0010(166) PCN 06UC, located on various County roads. Highway Supt , Rick
Hartley, explained the cost of this project will be covered 100% by the SD DOT and the maintenance of the project
will be the responsibility of the County.
