CALLS FOR PUBLIC COMMENT AND CONFLICT OF INTEREST ITEMS

Facility Manager, Steve Molengraaf, updated the board: Ag. Building — fire suppression system has most of the
lines installed in both expos; construction of the parking lot will be finishing the cement work Wednesday,
October 16, 2024, asphalt and landscaping will be laid next week, delayed another week for compietion due to
subcontractors delays, has been approved; Court House & Detention Center — contractors will be completing the
hvac system in the next couple of weeks, boilers are up and running; Park — there have been 1461 online and 428
off-line reservations, for a total of 1889 have been made with $158,179.50 reservation sales and $3,008 POS sales
as of October, 2024, for a total of $161,187.50, staff is painting buildings and working on the Girl Scout Building
for preparation of reservations; Weed — fall spraying will continue due to our area didn’t have the temperature
get as cold as was forecasted and didn’t have a hard freeze event, will continue spraying state roads; WNV — the
State Dept. of Health released data regarding WNV, as of October 9, 2024 there have been 19 human cases and |
death, 4 human viremic blood donors and 9 counties with positive mosquito pools.
