Commissioner Gabel referred to a comment about taxes from last weeks meeting and mentioned that the
increase in individual tax bills is not due to the jail project as that won’t appear until 2026, most likely it
is due to an increase in their assessment value. He also gave an update on the jail project that the
schematic design is completed which is how the building will flow.
